My research is in part field-based and uses excavation data from the North Atlantic region. The Viking Unst project, 2006-2009 was a major initiative with Shetland Amenity Trust for which I was the excavation director; funded principally by Heritage Lotteries Fund and other funds distributed through Shetland Amenity Trust with a total spend of £314,714 over three years, the research team includes specialists and research students from the Universities of Bradford, Durham, Glasgow, CUNY and Stirling. I am also actively involved in projects such as Old Scatness (1995-present), Orkney, Gateway to the Atlantic: fieldwork and community outreach in Rousay (2009-current, with S J Dockrill, University of Bradford, J Gibson, I L Mainland and J Downes, Orkney College UHI) excavations at the Historic Scotland site of Jarlshof (co-director; PI S Dockrill, £18,051 from the British Academy and Historic Scotland, 2005-6), Undir Junkarinsfløtti (the international Heart of the Atlantic project, involving the Faroese National Museum, City University New York, Durham and Bradford Universities).
