I also conducted a variety of educational programs with schools and tribes.  I was also involved in a 12 year research project in the Aleutian Islands.  This was an interdisciplinary project examining the interactions of humans and the environment in the western Aleutians Islands.  I assisted and supported a variety of students and researchers conducting research projects on wildlife refuges in Alaska.

1983 to 1991. I worked for the Bureau of Indian Affairs Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act (ANCSA) office in Anchorage.  I was a staff archaeologist.  Duties included investigating Native historic and cemetery sites as defined in section 14(h)(1) of the ANCSA.  The ANCSA office existed to investigate, document and evaluate the significance of historic place applications.  During the summer the main part of the job consisted of archaeological survey, testing and mapping of historic and archaeological sites.  In addition I conducted oral history interviews with Native elders, attended village council meetings to explain the work, conducted library and archival research, and wrote reports detailing the investigations.  Eventually I became involved in planning and logistics for the field camps.
